Announcing a change to the NEQM Guild Support Programs
Historically, there have been two ways for guilds to support the museum:

1. By becoming guild members of the NEQM Auxiliary (NEQMA). NEQMA is a separate organization
from NEQM whose purpose is to raise funds for the museum, primarily through the Lowell Quilt Festival.
NEQMA provides networking opportunities for guilds by providing member directories, labels for guild
mailings, and invitations to museum lunchtime workshops.

2. By donating any amount directly to the NEQM within a guild year. Benefits depend upon the level of the
gift and may include NEQM passes, guided tours for the guild, and/or use of the museum classroom for
guild functions.

Many guilds participate in both of these programs, and it has been a source of confusion that there are two
different but overlapping groups, one maintained by the auxiliary and the other by the museum. Therefore we have
decided to merge the two groups and define a new Supporting Guilds program, along with associated benefits.
With this program, a guild that makes a donation of at least $25 to the museum during the guild year becomes a
Supporting Guild for that year, entitled to the benefits outlined in the Contribution Levels and Benefits description
below. The NEQMA Guild Membership program is being phased out, but NEQMA Member Guilds who are
current through April 2010 are considered to have met the requirements of Supporting Guilds for the 2009-2010
guild year, and therefore retain their benefits for that period.
