Expressions of Beauty, Objects of Utility: features the best of the antique quilts from the Mu-
seum’s Permanent Collection. Among the 46 quilts on display, the exhibit includes the elegant 
"Princess Charlotte Commemorative," a newly acquired Civil War-era signature quilt given to a Union 
soldier, Nina Schrock's "Butterflies," and the fanciful Depression-era "Log Cabin Variation. Ordinarily, 
during the five special exhibitions per year, only 14 quilts from the over 250 quilts in the New England 
Quilt Museum collection are on view at one time.  This exhibition affords visitors a rare opportunity to 
appreciate the depth and range of the Museum’s collection, spanning the history of quilting from the 
early 19th century through the 1940s. 
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
